Risen Christ,

you filled your disciples with boldness and fresh hope:
strengthen us to proclaim your risen life

and fill us with your peace,

to the glory of God the Father.

First Reading: Acts 3 v 12-19

Psalm:4

Second Reading: 1 John 3 v 1-7

Gospel: Luke 24, v 36b-48

While the eleven and their companions were
talking about what they had heard, Jesus himself
stood among them and said to them, ‘Peace be
with you.”
